nv The Lane Lois Blanc de Blanc 
Classy wine in a classy package – ‘delicacy & finesse, crunchy green apple/citrus fruit, clean & zesty, creamy mousse and lovely long finish.’ 
 

nv Leconfield Syn Cuvee Rouge (Sparkling Shiraz) Vivacious and lively Sparkling Shiraz from Coonawarra – ‘rich berry fruits, creamy 
raspberry and dark cherry flavours, lovely effervescence and refreshing finish.’ 
 

nv Bird In Hand Sparkling Pinot Noir The benchmark pink bubbly in the Australian market – 'fabulous salmon pink colour, lifted strawberry 
aromas and a creamy palate full of soft strawberry and cherry fruits.' 
 

nv Kangarilla Rd Street Cred McLaren Vale Sparkling Shiraz 
A symphony of red and black maraschino cherries jumps out of the glass to greet you, dancing on the palate with creamy effervescence – 
everything that is good about McLaren Vale!

Babich Marlborough Sauv Blanc 
Right in the sweet spot of Kiwi Sav Blanc – laden with tropical gooseberry and rockmelon fruit, herbal and zesty, long mineral textured finish – 
good stuff! 
 

Bremerton Mollie & Merle Verdelho 
Pure refreshment from Langhorne Creek – ‘pretty & fragrant, tropical fruit salad in a glass – lovely fresh citrus and passion fruit, fine cleansing 
acidity and lovely length of flavour’ 
 

Ottelia Limestone Coast Pinot Gris Fragrant and enticing apple and pear aromas with hints of spice, and a lovely textured and refreshing 
palate – fabulous Gris from the gorgeous SA Limestone Coast 
 

Kangarilla Road McLaren Vale Fiano 
Lifted florals and tropical fruit…   pineapple, guava and golden kiwi, a nicely weighted and creamy textured palate with zingy acidity bringing 
together the exotic tropical fruit.
